Check Your School Supplies  
 

With the start of the new year, we highly suggest that the students have their materials replenished from the 

start of the school year. For fifth grade, they were as follows:

Sixth Grade Embarks on a New Year  
 
In Social Studies, 6th grade worked their way through their Egypt unit while learning 
about daily life, culture, religious customs, and the geography of the country. They 
wrapped up the unit by writing their names in Hieroglyphics.  
 
Over the next few weeks in Literature and Language Arts, students will be learning 
how to write their first formal research paper. Topic? Deceased authors. It will consist 
of a cover page, outline, 2-3 page essay, and works consulted page. All research will 

be done in Literature class, and all writing will take 
place in Language Arts. Once writing begins, this as-
signment may not leave school. However until then, 
research may be supplemented at home.  
 
ATTENTION PARENTS:  Please keep an eye out for a blue research packet. 
Periodically, you'll need to review & sign specific lessons.  
 
 

During panther period two days a week, our 37 volunteer 6th graders have been working hard 
on the UNLESS contest sponsored by the Philadelphia Zoo. They split themselves into the fol-
lowing groups: writers, website creators, art developers, and photographers/videographers. 
Their plan is to create a website containing information explaining how the cultivation of Palm Oil 
is destroying the Orangutan habitat; and at this rate, their extinction is inevitable. The website 
will show student-made PowerPoint presentations, footage of Orangutans from our visit to the 
Philadelphia Zoo, a copy of the business letter developed (The Restaurant Challenge), vokis, 
and photos of the art work created. We are so proud of how far they have come in such a short 
period of time! Wish them luck as they are competing against seniors in high school.  
 
In Science, students have just wrapped up their Astronomy Unit and have already moved into minerals. Ms. 
Salas wrapped up her teaching assignment on December 23rd and Mrs. Beenders will be back on January 
3rd. We anticipate a smooth transition.

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Seventh Grade Science News  
 

The seventh grade science students are learning about the history of genetics, especially, 

about traits and inheritance.  They are predicting the probability of possible traits passed 

from one generation to another using Punnett squares.   The students will continue to learn 

about genetics and DNA and what can happen if there is a misfire or mistake within the 

genes of an organism.  To conclude the unit, the students will solve a simulated case 

(mystery) called ñTwins or Not?ò using the genetic evidence provided for them.  They seem 

to enjoy this activity and are often surprised by the outcome. 
 

Eighth Grade Attends Encore Performance  
 

On Monday, December 12th the eighth grade traveled to Allentownôs Symphony Hall for the Encore!! perform-

ance by the Chamber Theatre Group. Chamber Theatre Productions provides students and teachers with 

original adaptations of classic short stories. Their productions are specifically designed to complement both 

middle and high school curricula. Rather than present only one story per performance, CTP has developed a 

unique format of presenting five separate short stories by five different authors within a 90-minute time frame, 

allowing a broad range of styles and genres for teachers to highlight within 

their classrooms. The five short stories performed by the acting group in-

cluded Edgar Allan Poeôs ñThe Tell-Tale Heart,ò Washington Irvingôs ñThe 

Legend of Sleepy Hollow,ò Guy de Maupassantôs ñThe Necklace,ò W. W. 

Jacobsôs ñThe Monkeyôs Paw,ò and Mark Twainôs ñThe Celebrated Jumping 

Frog of Calaveras County.ò  A new addition to this yearôs production was an 

excerpt from Poeôs ñThe Raven.ò After studying the stories in literature 

class, the students enjoyed seeing the tales performed on stage. Besides 

being used as a valuable teaching tool, the production provided students 

with a field trip experience that was both educational and entertaining.

Throughout the evening, stu-

dents showed that the implementation of Writerôs 

Workshop has enabled them to take ownership and 

responsibility in regard to their writing instruction, 

and families learned many of the specifics of how 

Writerôs Workshop functions.  Overall, the MS Family 

Literacy Night highlighted the insights and abilities of 

our studentsðmaking us proud as always.
